Our Library – Part 3 
One of the women our church library was 
dedicated to was Laura Lee Kohne.  Laura was 
born on June 3, 1966, in Missouri and moved 
to Amherst with her parents. Donald and Janis 
and older sister, Kimberly, when she was 
around 7.  She was a member of St. Peter’s and 
was active in the Hi Teens Youth Fellowship 
here.  In 1981 this group was recognized as 1st 
Place winners in the Youth Challenge.  Through 
Easter Candy Sales and Slave Days they raised 
$350 which was seven times larger than their 

original pledge.  Laura was active in the Sandstone Summer 
Theatre and the high school jazz and concert choirs.  She 
graduated from ML Steele in 1984 and attended Heidelberg 
College, majoring in religion and psychology.  She died in a car 
accident on March 9, 1986, in Tiffin, Ohio. In 1987 a Laura L 
Kohne Memorial Scholarship Fund at Heidelberg College was 
established to assist deserving students in need with priority 
given to Amherst students and members of St. Peter’s UCC.
